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Charles Ludwig Fredrickson was our grandfather and the only member of his family to have come to America as far as we have been able to determine.

Alfred Ahlberg was cobbler who had apparently apprenticed under his uncle, Wilhelm August Fredriksson.  He came to this country and was part owner of a shoe store in Concordia at the turn of the century.  He was apparently the "Alfred" to whom reference is made in the letters written to Charles Fredrickson by his father and his sister Matilda.

Mathilda Beata was the sister of Charles Ludwig Fredrickson and the writer of one of the surviving letters that has been translated from Swedish.
