Catharina was our grandmother's older sister.

Leonora Maria was one of our grandmother's neices and the subject of the surviving translated letter sent to America in 1894.  Elizabeth Molin documents that she did emigrate at some point.  Cousin Eunice reports that her mother recalled that one of grandmother's neices did come to stay with them for a time when she was very small.  She believed that she had gone on to live in the Denver, CO area.  The efforts to find any trace of her have, thus far, been fruitless. 

With the information we now have we can categorically conclude that Hendrik Johan Persson was the author of the surviving translated letter of 1894, the text of which appears in the Archives section.

Tilly Elizabeth Jensen is married to our second cousin once removed, Nils Gunnar Molin.  She is genealogist living and working on the Island of Gotland.  She has specialized on three parishs including Havdhem where our grandmother was born.  It is entirely the result of her generosity that we now know what we do of the family.
