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This is my favorite ancestoral family.  Peder Larrson and Christina Mattsdotter were married and had four children before his death in 1735.  Hans Olofsson and Margareta Martensdotter also had four before her death in 1738.  Hans and Christina then married and had four.  Our direct ancestor Maria "Maja" Hansdottor was the youngest of the twelve.

While we know no more about him than what is recorded here, Tomas Andersson is my favorite ancestor.  Born in 1677, he lived into his 86th year, was married three times, fathered twelve children, and had a much younger wife to care for him at his death.  How could one ask for more in the 17th century?

Gertrud Christina Tomasdotter was the younger sister of our grandmother's father.  She came to Kansas as one of  the Gotland group in 1870.  She married Charles Anderssen (in Junction City, we believe) shortly after her arrival.  She is the "Aunty Anderssen" to whom our grandmother first came at age 16.  There is a fuller profile of the Anderssens in the Archives section.

Kristina Nilsdottor, as she was named in Sweden, was our grandmother.  She was born a twin with Magdalena who died in her first year.

Her two brothers, Anders and Carl, also came to America and lived in the Concordia area.

The information shown on this chart was entirely provided by Elizabeth Molin, whose name appears on the Johansson family chart.

Carl Johan or "Charles" as he was known in America, was the youngest brother of our grandmother's mother, Catherina Beata Andersdotter.
He was one of the two "scouts" sent ahead to Kansas by the Gotland group the year before its arrival in 1870.  There is a profile of him and "Auntie Andersson" in the Archives section.

Olof Andersson was one of our grandmother's uncles.  He came to this country with the main Gotland group in 1870.  He was one of the signers of the "Letter for America" sent back to Gotland in 1876.  He was never associated with the Swedish Baptist Church, however  having either become a member of the Mormon Church in Sweden or in this country.  He and two of his daughters moved to Utah and later Idaho where he is buried.  A profile detailing what we know of him (and some of what I theorize) is included in the Archives section.

Our grandmother's older sister, Catharina, remained in Gotland and  married Hendrik Johan Persson.  From this union came the Johansson family show in the family tree chart of that name.

Tomas Tomasson was our grandmother's grandfather.  He came to Kansas with the main Gotland group in 1870 at the age of 63.  He lived to become one of the nine founding members of the Swedish Baptist Church.  We do no know when he died or where he was buried, and no pictures of him survive.

No dates of birth nor death are available for these first two generations.  It is reasonable to assign 1650 as the approximate date of birth of the first, however.

Brothers married sisters, and we are descendents of Valborg Andersdotter, the daughter of Anders and Pernilla.  Though this chart does not show it, Rasmus and Butoi also were fruitful and initiated a family from which our genealogist-benefactor and cousin by marriage, Elizabeth Molin is descended.
